
LIKE A BEAM OF LIGHT 
 

The influence of the angels is like a beam of light made up of countless truths present 
within good. By focusing on one truth that a person knows, and sustaining that truth 
and the love attached to it, the angels raise a person’s mind from false ideas and 
protect it from evil (see Arcana Coelestia 5893:3). 
 

The Lord wants us to be free to choose good or evil, so He makes sure that we aren’t aware of our 
guardian angels—or the evil spirits who would like us to turn away from the Lord. Though we 
aren’t aware of their presence, we are told that the angels try to influence toward what is good. But 
we do know that the angels work with whatever truths we have learned, focusing on one truth that 
can help us resist evil.
